Duane Campbell said he has been working with the gas company since August of 2012 and
needs to have an answer as soon as the Board decides what can be done to help the residents.

Doug Kemp stated he had a copy of the 2012 contract that implies the Township will do the
digging, backfilling, and full restoration. Vince DeCario stated that was not agreed to by the
Township but will look at helping as drainage is needed in this area but no decision has been
made.

Mr. Rushford suggested Mr. Dixon contact Joseph Petrarca, the State Representative, for help.
